| can make a little good news out of this though. If you learn five irregular verbs, they will cover
most of actual speech. It’s like the language is out to get you, but it did not understand statistics
very well so it sort of goofed up. If you learn these five, then blindly use the table on page one for
everything else, you will be mostly correct. Yea!

One other nasty fact. Spanish has MANY more verb forms.
But again, they are not used nearly as much as these, so if you master these, you will be able to

say and understand most Spanish verbs.
